ACA Northland Camps 
 Survey Deadline 

January 11 
 
In early December every camp di-
rector of record received a bright 
blue envelope which included an 
ACA Northland Camps Survey 
2004 and a letter of appeal for this 
statistical information on each of 
our 88 some member camps in the 
section.  As of our December 14 
section meeting, a dozen camps had 
already returned the survey.   
 
Thanks very much to those who 
have already returned the two-page 
form.  For those that have not found 
the time, please do find a few min-
utes to complete the information by 
our January 11 meeting.  It can be 
returned in the provided envelop or 
if you prefer an email survey please 
request an email version from the 
AC A o f f i c e  a t  ac ano r th -
land@qwest.net . 
 
The Grant Project Team appreciates 
your help in providing this informa-
tion so that the section can proceed 
with a project that will have posi-
tive impact on our camping pro-
grams in the future.  We hope to 
seek funding for grants in the areas 
of staff training and safety educa-
tion, camper financial assistance 
programs for camp scholarships or 
special project funding to bring new 
immigrant children to camps.  Last 
year, a pilot version of this survey 
was only completed by 25% of our 
camps.  Our goal for this survey is 
to more than double that to 50 or 
more of our camps. This will enable 
us to better prepare a compelling 
case for camping that we can use to 
appeal to area foundations for the 
future initiatives mentioned above.
